Application of these General Terms and Conditions

These General Terms and Conditions apply when a company with a valid VAT number

Congress

The Congress

care of people with rheumatic diseases.

The access to the Congress might be subject to presenting a valid COVID certificate to-
gether with an identity card or passport, or any other document or confirmation required
under applicable regulation.

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Access to the Content of the Congress

Depending on the category the participant is registered in, the participant will have a more
or less extended access to the content of the Congress.

Language

Unless otherwise specified, all lectures, basic science and clinical symposia, abstract ses-
sions, presentations and discussions, workshops and special interest group sessions are
in English.

CME credits

EULAR applied for EACCME®/CME accreditation for the Congress.

Following accreditation, registered participants to the Congress can claim their CME credits
and certificate of attendance by completion of an online survey. An email will be sent di-
rectly to the registered email address. After submitting the survey, the participant will re-
ceive a certificate to the indicated email address. EACCME® credits are recognised

throughout Europe and in North America. EACCME®/CME credits can be exchanged for
their national equivalent by contacting the national CME Authority.

Physicians may convert EACCME® credits to an equivalent number of AMA PRA Category
1 Credits™.

Group Registration (Business to Business)

In General
Group registration is possible until 03 June 2023, 11.59 CEST.

With the group registration, the Client can buy the right to register a certain number of
participants (contingent).

Letter of Invitation and Visa Requirements

The participant may request an invitation through his/her Congress Account following pay-
ment of the registrations. With the letter of invitation, EULAR does not enter into any finan-
cial obligation and will not cover any expense of the participants.

The participant is solely responsible to take care of his/her visa requirements.

Registration Fees

In General

The registration fees are published on the Congress Website.

Handling Fee by Credit Card Payments

Payment by credit card is subject to a handling fee of EUR 300.

Costs by Bank Transfer

All costs incurred by the Client or EULAR linked to the bank transfer, including banking
fees, must be paid by the Client.

Invoice, Payment and Taxes

Invoicing

EULAR will invoice the registration fees by sending an invoice to the Client.

Payment Due Date and Interest

Invoices are due by the Client within 10 days of the date of issuance.

In case of default, an interest of 5% p.a. will be due. The Client is immediately in default, without
the need of sending a reminder ("Fixgeschaft").

Payment by Credit Card

EULAR prefers payment via bank transfer. In exceptional cases EULAR offers to t to pay the
invoices by credit card during the whole registration period.

The Client has to indicate the participant's or the group's name, identifier and "EULAR2023" on
all payment (for example EULAR2023-1/XX or G/XX)

Registration

Registration Process
The Client can process the group registration directly through the EULAR Website by using

the company access (group) portal. All group registrations require a VAT number.

Names and all details of the participants within the group contingent must be completed by
11 May 2023.
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During registration process, the Client will be asked to what category the participants be-
long to. The categories are described on the Congress Website.

The Client must register the participants within the correct category. EULAR may, at any
time, request from the Client that it provides EULAR with the necessary evidence or confir-
mation to show that the participants are correctly registered.

The Client warrants that it will fill in the fields with true and correct data of existing natural
persons. In case the details are not filled in correctly and a manual handling is required to
correct them, such manual handling will be considered to be a modification to the registra-
tion as set out in section 6.2 below.

EULAR will inform the Client and the participant of the admission by sending a confirmation
email. The registration portal allows the Client to download the confirmation that the partic-
ipant is registered.

Modification to the Registration

The Client may request that the participant that has been registered is replaced by an-
other participant. This is, however, only possible if the (formally) registered participant
has consented to the replacement and if EULAR did not send a letter of invitation. A han-
dling fee of EUR 40 per registration will be charged for every modification of the registra-
tion.

A request for modification of the registration, including the consent of the participant, must
be sent by email to congress.reg@eular.org prior to 26 May 2023, 23:59 CET.

Cancellation of Registration

Until 30 April 2023 23.59 CEST, the Client may lower the number of registrations (contin-
gent) at will and pay a cancellation fee of 25% of the registration fee, meaning that EULAR
will refund 75% of the registration fee paid.

If the Client has already registered participants, each participant concerned by the cancel-
lation must provide his/her consent to the cancellation.

Account is misused.

No Warranty for Information and availability

EULAR does not warrant the completeness, accuracy and actuality of the information con-
veyed during the Congress, in particular the medical information.

EULAR does not warrant any availability, in particular not the availability of the electronic
platform for the on-demand content or the EULAR app or any information thereon, nor that
the transmission or content will be error free.

The Congress does not contain any therapeutic recommendations and cannot replace the
independent and complete analysis, evaluation, diagnosis, risk assessment, treatment or
other medical activities by a medical specialist.

Exclusion of Liability

To the fullest extent permitted by applicable law, EULAR excludes any liability for any dam-
ages, loss, injury or liability whatsoever suffered out of or in connection with the Congress
and the agreement the Client and/or the participant enters into with EULAR.

Cancellation of the Congress

In the event of total or partial cancellation of the Congress for any reason whatsoever,
including, but not limited to, due to fire, strike, war, natural disaster (either threatened or
actual), communicable disease, governmental regulations or any cause, which would pre-
vent or impair the attendance of participants or the scheduled opening or the continuance
of the Congress, the contractual relationship between EULAR and the Client and the par-
ticipant will be terminated immediately. If EULAR cancels the Congress prior to 30 April
2023 23.59 CEST, EULAR will refund the Client for the registration of participants to the
Congress according to the cancellation terms (section 6.3 above). EULAR will not have to
provide any other refund and shall not have to refund any registration fee already paid.

Data privacy
